Storm surge is a dome of water pushed
onshore by hurricane and tropical storm
force winds. It is the abnormal rise in sea
level accompanying a hurricane or other
intense storm.

SHORING UP SUPPLY CHAINS - Build a list of critical inventory and contact

information by using the Institute for Business & Home Safety toolkit. Shoring up supply
chains not only means raw materials, it also includes managed data centers or technology
providers.

VIRTUALLY BULLETPROOF - Ensure your vital records, computer equipment and

software are safe by having a back-up system in place. Consider going virtual.

EMPLOYEE INFORMATION - Build a list of employee contacts to keep track of

employees and provide timely information during an emergency.
