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CONTRACT FOR SERVICES


The parties to this contract are Cro & Associates, Inc. dba Cro-Slit Turf Services (Herein referred to as CONTRACTOR) and St. John the Baptist Parish herein represented by Bill Hubbard, Parish President.

Cro-Slit Turf Services agrees to perform Chemical Control of Undesirable Weeds in ditch bottoms for St. John the Baptist Parish for the period starting January 1, 2009 through December 31, 2009.  The cost will be a fixed price of $15,000.00 per round for the determined amount of drainage areas for the following locations:

SERVICES -Cro-Slit Turf Services  hereby covenants and agrees for the consideration mentioned herein to furnish all labor, materials, equipment and qualified supervision to control weeds and undesirable vegetation on drainage canal bottoms of designated canals.  Such weed control will be carried out with such materials and such manner so as to encourage a solid Bermuda grass stand on such designated canals.  Cro-Slit Turf Services will supply enough manpower to complete each spraying within fifteen (15) calendar days with inclement weather days excluded.

MATERIALS AND EQUIPMENT - Materials used by Cro-Slit Turf Services shall be a combination of herbicides effective in the control of broadleaf weeds, brush, selected grasses and floating and rooted aquatic vegetation in the assigned canals whereby a Bermuda release maybe achieved.  All chemicals used shall conform to Local, State and Federal regulations.  Cro-Slit Turf Services will maintain properly equipped spray trucks and spray equipment in accordance with Louisiana Department of Agriculture and Forestry, necessary to accomplish the work required.

GUARANTEE - Cro-Slit Turf Services guarantees that the spraying performed pursuant to this proposal  will achieve a weed free Bermuda grass stand on the assigned areas and will control Johnson grass, broadleaf weeds, brush, and aquatic vegetation.  The assigned area(s) will be sprayed up to three (3) sprayings per year, during the Spring, Summer, and Fall, no longer than sixty (60) days apart to accomplish proper control and results.  Each spraying is to be completed within fifteen (15) days of the assignment to proceed.

LICENSES - Cro-Slit Turf Services will submit a copy of their Ground Applicator Licenses and Commercial Pesticide Applicator License with proper Certifications as required by the State of Louisiana.
INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS - Contractor shall obtain, pay for and keep in force, at its own expense, minimum insurance effective in all localities where contractor may perform the work hereunder, with such carriers as shall be acceptable to Council:

A) Statutory Workman’s Compensation covering all state and local requirements and Employer’s Liability Insurance covering all persons employed by Contractor in connection with this agreement.

The limits for “A” above shall be not less than:

1) Employers liability limits of $1,000,000/$1,000,000/$1,000,000

2) Some contracts may require USL&H or maritime coverage.  This should be checked out with Insurance Dept./Legal Dept.

3) WAIVER OF SUBROGATION in favor of St. John the Baptist Parish Council should be indicated on certificate

4) No excluded classes of personnel or employees shall be allowed on Council’s premises

B) Commercial General Liability, including:

1) Contractual liability assumed by this agreement

2) Owners and  Contractor’s Protective Liability (if Contractor is a General Contractor)

3) Personal and advertising liability

4) Completed operations

5) Medical payments

The limits for “B” above shall not be less than:

1) $1,000,000 each occurrence limit

2) $2,000,000 general aggregate limit other than products – completed operations

3) $1,000,000 personal and advertising injury limit

4) $1,000,000 products/completed operations aggregate limit

5) $50,000 fire damage limit

6) $5,000 medical expense limit (desirable but not mandatory)

7) $1,000,000 CSL each occurrence WITH NO annual aggregate will be acceptable in lieu of 1 + 2 above.  Must include BFCGL endorsement

8) St. John the Baptist Parish Council will be NAMED as additional insured and WAIVER OF SUBROGATION in favor of St. John the Baptist Parish Council should be indicated on certificate

9)  Some contracts may require Protection and Indemnity        coverage.  This should be checked out with Insurance Dept./Legal Dept.

C)
Comprehensive Automobile Liability covering all owned, hired and other non-owned vehicles of the Contractor.

The limits for “C” above shall not be less than:
 

1) $1,000,000 CSL

2) St. John the Baptist Parish Council will be NAMED as additional insured and WAIVER OF SUBROGATION in favor of St. John the Baptist Parish Council should be included on certificate 

CERTIFICATES - Prior to starting the work, the Contractor shall deliver to the Director of Purchasing & Procurement, 1801 West Airline Highway, LaPlace, LA 70084 certificates evidencing that the insurance required is in effect.  Such certificates shall provide that the Insurer shall give the Owner thirty (30) days written notice of any material change in or cancellation of such insurance.
HOLD HARMLESS CLAUSE - To the fullest extent permitted by law, Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless and defend the Council and all of it’s Agents and Employees, from and against all claims, damages, losses and expenses, including but not limited to attorney’s fees, arising out of or resulting from performance of the work, provided that such claim, damage, loss or expense is attributable to bodily injury, sickness, disease or death, or to injury to or destruction of tangible property (other than the work itself) including loss of use resulting therefrom, but only to the extent cause in whole or in part by negligent acts or omissions of Contractor.


LICENSE REQUIREMENTS - A current St. John the Baptist Parish Occupational License is to be maintained during the duration of this contract.  Yearly, a copy of such license shall be provided to the Director of Purchasing


All agreements and stipulations herein may be terminated by Parish upon 
Parish providing Contractor thirty (30) days notice of intent to terminate.
