SCOPE OF WORK

The Parish of St John the Baptist hereby issues a Request for Qualifications (RFQ) for individuals interested in providing Veterinary Services for the East Bank Animal Shelter for the period of Four (4) years.  Services include but are not limited to spay, neuter, amputation, eye enucleation, wellness check, minor surgery, heartworm treatment, euthanasia, Coggins testing, vaccinations, and diagnostics.  Diagnostics include but are not limited to blood tests, fecal tests, parasite exams, X-rays, and other tests.  The services listed include planning and pre-operation to recovery and follow up. Additional services include examining, evaluating, diagnosing, treating, and performing physicals on animals as needed.

All evaluations or services must be documented in detail in the animal’s record, which shall include the date and time of the service performed, evaluation, description of service, treatment plan, prescriptions, and future treatment plans.  Duties also include providing reports upon request.  The veterinarian will provide evaluation and advice to the staff for animals suspected to be victims of cruelty or neglect, as well as participate in investigations, legal proceedings, and provide professional testimony in court.

COMPENSATION 

All fees shall be negotiated with Company by appropriate Parish Department personnel and shall be mutually agreeable to both parties.

1.        RFQ Process 

0. This RFQ is subject to all applicable state and local laws, including the Louisiana Code of Governmental Ethics.

0. Written addenda to the RFQ may be issued to provide clarification, corrections, or to answer questions. It is the Company’s responsibility to periodically check either with Yvonne Rongey, y.rongey@stjohn-la.gov,  in the Department of Purchasing and Procurement, the parish website, www.sjbparish.com or www.centralbidding.com  for addenda that may be issued to implement changes or clarifications to the RFQ prior to due date.

0. The Parish reserves the right to request additional information to clarify Submittals. The Parish shall determine the appropriate means of clarification: telephone, e-mail, letter, or oral interviews.
              
1.  	Submittals
1. All qualification statements must be submitted on the Standard Form SJB-1000 in a sealed envelope to the Receptionist of the Parish President, 1801 W. Airline Highway, LaPlace, LA 70068. The submission number, name, and closing date/time must be referenced on the outside of the envelope (lower left corner). Submissions must be received prior to 2:45 p.m. on November 15, 2016. 

1. Each Company shall provide a submittal package based on the designated point evaluation scoring criteria.  The submittal shall provide clear and sufficient information to enable the selection committee to evaluate the responsiveness and quality of the submittal. Company specifically waives any claims against Parish related to the disclosure of any materials if made under a public records request.

5.0 	Parish Commitment

5.1 The parish shall have the right to reject or accept any Submittal or offer, or any part thereof (i.e., any component of any proposed solution) for any reason whatsoever and to accept other than the lowest offer, at 	its sole discretion.

0. This RFQ does not commit the Parish to award, nor does it commit the Parish to pay any cost incurred in the submission of the SOQ, or in making necessary studies or designs for the preparation thereof, nor procure or contract for services or supplies.  Further, no reimbursable cost may be incurred in anticipation of a contract award. 

0. The Parish reserves the right to terminate this RFQ at any time prior to contract execution.

0. No prior, current, or post-award verbal conversation or agreement(s) with any officer, agent, or employee of the Parish shall affect or modify any terms or obligations of this RFQ, or any contract resulting from this procurement.

0. The Parish reserves the right to revise any part of the RFQ by issuing an addendum to the RFQ at any time in accordance with relevant Louisiana Revised Statutes.  Issuance of this RFQ in no way constitutes a commitment by the Parish to award a contract.  The Parish reserves the right to accept or reject, in whole or part, all submittals, and/or cancel this announcement if it is determined to be in the Parish’s best interest.  All materials submitted in response to this announcement become the property of the Parish, and selection or rejection of a submittal does not affect this right.

6.0  	Late, Modified, or Withdrawn Submittals

6.1 Any Submittal received after the exact time specified for receipt will not be considered.

6.2 No modification of a Submittal, except a modification resulting from the Parish’s request for “best and final offer,” will be accepted.

6.3 No Company may withdraw his/her submittal within forty-five (45) days after the actual date of opening thereof.

7.0    	Evaluation and Selection 
       	 7.1 Objective 

The purpose is to evaluate all Statements of Qualifications with the ultimate interest of entering into an agreement with that Company determined to be most advantageous to the Parish, price and other factors considered. 
 
Equal Opportunity in Employment:  All qualified applicants will receive consideration for employment without regard to race, color, religion, sex, or national origin.

7.2 Evaluation 

A Source Selection Committee is appointed by the Parish President for the purpose of evaluating qualifications   received in response to an RFQ. The Committee will evaluate submittals by qualified Companies on the basis of the guidelines set forth in the RFQ. The Parish reserves the right to request additional information and clarification of any information submitted.

Evaluation criteria have been established to determine which Company will best contribute to the overall goals of the Parish. This criteria is detailed in Exhibit A, Selection/Scoring Criteria, which is attached hereto and made a part hereof.

The Source Selection Committee will determine if interviews are necessary as part of its evaluation process. 

       	7.3 Recommendation and Selection

The Parish Administration will present its recommendation to St. John the Baptist Parish Council for award.  As part of the negotiation process, the Parish reserves the right to negotiate with the successful Company.   This award will be made to the most responsible firm or team whose qualifications are determined in writing to be most advantageous to the Parish, based on the scoring criteria set forth in this document.  The Parish also reserves the right to reject any and all Submittals.  

8.0	Term
The contract shall be for a four (4) year period beginning with execution of the contract and ending forty-eight  (48) months thereafter.

9.0	Insurance
Company shall obtain, pay for and keep in force, at its own expense, minimum insurance effective in all localities where Company may perform the work hereunder, with such carriers as shall be acceptable to Council:

12.0 	Hold Harmless
	
To the fullest extent permitted by law, Company shall indemnify, hold harmless, and defend the Parish Council and all of its Agents and Employees, from and against all claims, damages, losses and expenses, including but not limited to attorney’s fees, arising out of or resulting from performance of the work, provided that such claim, damage, loss or expense is attributable to bodily injury, sickness, disease or death, or to injury to or destruction of tangible property (other than the work itself) including loss of use resulting therefrom, but only to the extent caused in whole or in part by negligent acts or omissions of Company.

13.0	Non-assignability 

No Company shall assign any interest in this contract by assignment, transfer, or novation, without prior written consent of the Parish. This provision shall not be construed to prohibit the contractor from assigning his bank, trust company, or other financial institution any money due or to become due from approved contracts without such prior written consent. Notice of any such assignment or transfer shall be furnished promptly to the Parish.

14.0	Exclusions
