Hwy. 636-3 (River Road) in LaPlace, Louisiana.
Bids shall be addressed to the St. John the Baptist Parish Council and delivered to the receptionist at the Parish President’s Office in the Percy Hebert Building, 1801 West Airline Hwy., LaPlace, LA not later than 2:45 P. M. on November 27, 2012. A minimum bid of $50,000 is required. THE PARISH RIVER ROAD SEWER PLANT SITE
I. SCOPE:

St. John the Baptist Parish proposes to sell to the highest bidder the existing ONE (1) each package sewage treatment plant as manufactured by Environmental Construction Corp. with 50,000 gallon per day (gpd) capacity located at the Parish’s River Road Treatment Facility at Water Plant Road just off LA. Hwy. 636-3 (River Road) in LaPlace, Louisiana. The successful responsible bidder will be required to disconnect the existing piping from the inlet pipes and the outlet pipes and lift the tank structure to be placed on truck trailers for transportation off the site to the purchaser’s set designation. All the existing required electrical equipment, blowers, switch gear, disconnect and attached wiring required for reconnection at the proposed set designation shall be included in the sale. The Parish shall not purchase new electrical equipment for reconnection as part of this sale.

II. SITE PRECAUTIONS:
A. The purchaser shall not damage the existing site equipment and facilities during the loading and transporting of the tank sections and shall be responsible for any damage that may occur as part of these loading and moving operations.

B. The purchaser shall not attempt to load or use heavy vehicles on the grass surfaces during wet or rainy periods and rut or damage the existing site grounds.

C. The purchaser shall not load the tank structure during lightning occurrences in the site locale.

D. The purchaser shall secure all tank units and included equipment facilities for proper highway transporting.

III. TANK LOADING & TRANSPORTING:

The tank is welded steel construction. The tank presently is set in place on a concrete slab. In placement of this tank at the present site it must be noted, they were delivered in sections and were welded in place. Transporting of the tank will require the tank to be torch-cut in place and then the sections lifted onto flat-bed trailers for removal. The tank is rectangular in construction and can be easily cut at the previously welded sections for transporting and then re-welded for operation upon placement at the new destination. The purchaser shall be required to provide the proper lifting and loading equipment such as a crane of more than adequate lifting capacity for placement of each section onto the flat-bed trailers.

IV. ELECTRICAL DISCONNECTION:

The purchaser shall employ the services of a licensed electrical contractor for disconnecting and removal of the electrical disconnects, switch gear, transformer, flow meters, 2 each blower units and all included appurtenances now attached to the existing facility’s electrical operation. The purchaser is allowed to remove for relocation the existing strut mounted electrical panels and wiring that are at the site of the unit for possible reuse for reconnection at the proposed new site. However, this electrical equipment is limited to the adjacent equipment immediate to the plant and does not extend to other equipment not attached or away from the plant being used for alternate purposes.

V. PLUMBING DISCONNECT:

The purchaser shall employ experienced personnel for disconnection of the piping at the inlet and outlet ends of the tank units. The piping is flanged connected at both ends. The existing inlet has two inlet pipes flanged at just above ground level which are to be unbolted and disconnected. The horizontal and vertical piping up the inlet side of the plant shall be transported away as included with the unit. The outlet piping shall be unbolted at the top sections of the two discharge pipes. The vertical piping and in-ground valves are to remain onsite and not removed.

VI. POLICE ESCORT & SIGNAGE:

The purchaser shall contact and pay for State Police escort service from the existing site to the proposed destination location site. The proper required signage on the vehicles for wide load transportation shall be in place prior to movement of the plant sections. All fees required for State Highway movement of the several sectional loads shall be paid for by the purchaser.

VII. SITE CLEANING:

Upon departure from the site, the purchaser shall have all residual debris resulting from the dismantling and loading of the treatment tank sections removed from the site. In addition, any grass areas that have been rutted or damaged in any manner from the loading procedures shall be graded smooth and sand fill material hauled in to fill the rutted or damaged areas. The site shall be left in the same or better condition as was prior to the entry for loading and removal of the tank structures.

VIII. INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS:

The purchaser and all of the contractors, sub-contractors, trucks, truckers, trucking equipment, crane facilities, operators, welders, electrical personnel, special tradesmen, laborers and all appurtenant individuals and equipment required for the dismantling, loading and removal of these two treatment plants on St. John the Baptist Parish’s River Road Sewer Plant site shall be covered under the following liability policy requirements and indemnifying St. John the Baptist Parish as they pertain:

A. Statutory Workman’s Compensation covering all state and local requirements and Employer’s Liability Insurance covering all persons employed by Purchaser in connection with this agreement.

The limits for “A” above shall be not less than:

1) Employers liability limits of $1,000,000/$1,000,000/$1,000,000

2) Some contracts may require USL&H or maritime coverage.  This should be checked out with Insurance Dept./Legal Dept.

3) WAIVER OF SUBROGATION in favor of St. John the Baptist Parish Council should be indicated on certificate.

4) No excluded classes of personnel or employees shall be allowed on Council’s premises.

B. Commercial General Liability, including:

Contractual liability assumed by this agreement

Parish and Contractor’s Protective Liability (if Contractor is a General Contractor)

Personal and advertising liability

Completed operations

Medical payments

The limits for “B” above shall not be less than:

1) $1,000,000 each occurrence limit

2) $2,000,000 general aggregate limit other than products-completed operations

3) $1,000,000 personal and advertising injury limit

4) $1,000,000 products/completed operations aggregate limit

5) $50,000 fire damage limit

6) $5,000 medical expense limit (desirable but not mandatory)

7) $1,000,000 CSL each occurrence WITH NO annual aggregate will be acceptable in lieu of 1 + 2 above.  Must include BFCGL endorsement.

8) St. John the Baptist Parish Council will be NAMED as additional insured and WAIVER OF SUBROGATION in favor of St. John the Baptist Parish Council should be indicated on certificate.
9) Some contracts may require Protection and Indemnity coverage.  This 
should be checked out with Insurance Dept. /Legal Dept.

C. Comprehensive Automobile Liability covering all owned, hired and other non-owned vehicles of the Contractor.

The limits for “C” above shall not be less than:

(1) $1,000,000 CSL

(2) St. John the Baptist Parish Council will be NAMED as additional insured and WAIVER OF SUBROGATION in favor of St. John the Baptist Parish Council should be included on certificate. 

IX. E-Verify Program

Pursuant to Louisiana Revised Statute 38:2212.10, contractor must certify that it and each individual, firm or corporation associated with it and engaged in the physical performance of services in the State of Louisiana, under a contract with Saint John the Baptist Parish has registered with, is participating in, and shall continue to participate in a federal work authorization program designated as such under the Illegal Immigration Reform and Immigrant Responsibility Act of 1996, as amended, which is operated by the United States Department of Homeland Security, known as the “E-Verify” program. Contractor must verify the legal status of all existing and new employees in the State of Louisiana by attesting herein that each is a citizen of the United States or legal aliens as defined by now effective immigration laws of the United States of America.
X.        Hold Harmless

To the fullest extent permitted by law, Contractor shall indemnify, hold harmless, and defend the Parish Council and all of its Agents and Employees, from and against all claims, damages, losses and expenses, including but not limited to attorney’s fees, arising out of or resulting from performance of the work, provided that such claim, damage, loss or expense is attributable to bodily injury, sickness, disease or death, or to injury to or destruction of tangible property (other than the work itself) including loss of use resulting there from, but only to the extent cause in whole or in part by negligent acts or omissions of Contractor.

XI.
Non-assignability 

No contractor shall assign any interest in this contract by assignment, transfer, or novation, without prior written consent of the Parish. This provision shall not be construed to prohibit the contractor from assigning his bank, trust company, or other financial institution any money due or to become due from approved contracts without such prior written consent. Notice of any such assignment or transfer shall be furnished promptly to the Parish.

XII.
Exclusions

Pursuant to Louisiana Revised Statute 38:2227, Contractor must certify that he has not been convicted of, or has not entered into a plea of guilty or nolo contendere to public bribery, corrupt influencing, extortion, money laundering or their equivalent Federal crimes. Consultants must further certify that he has not been convicted of, or has not entered into a plea of guilty or nolo contendere to theft, identify theft, theft of a business record, false accounting, issuing worthless checks, bank fraud, forgery; Contractors: misapplication of payments, malfeasance in office, or their equivalent Federal crimes within the five (5) years prior to submitting the proposal. 

XIII.
Disclosure 

Company must disclose whether it provides services or pays commissions to any employee 

or elected official of St. John the Baptist Parish.  If so, company must disclose to whom services are   provided and/or commissions are paid.  Negative responses (i.e., response attesting that company does not provide services or pay commissions to any employee or elected official of St. John the Baptist Parish) must also be submitted.

Applicability

A.
This rule shall apply to all state agencies and political subdivisions. The bid form shall require only the information necessary to determine the lowest bidder. With the exception of unit prices, all items on the Louisiana Uniform Public Works bid form shall be included for public works projects. No other information may be required from the bidder. Other documentation required shall be furnished by the low bidder at a later date, in accordance with the bidding documents.

Definitions

A.
For the purposes of the Louisiana Uniform Public Works bid form the following terms shall have the stated meanings.

Alternate—a specified item of construction that is set apart by a separate sum. An alternate may or may not be incorporated into the contract sum at the discretion of the owner at the time of contract award.

Base Bid—the amount of money stated in the bid as the sum for which the bidder offers to perform the work described in the bidding documents, prior to the adjustments for alternate bids but including any unit prices.

Bid—a complete signed proposal to perform work or a designated portion for a stipulated sum. A bid is submitted in accordance with the bidding documents, is evaluated on price alone and is not subject to qualification.

Bidder—an entity or person who submits a bid for a prime contract with the owner. A bidder is not a contractor on a specific project until a contract is signed between the bidder and the owner.

Bid Form—a form provided to the bidder on which to submit his bid.

Bid Security—a bid bond or deposit submitted with a bid to guarantee to the owner that the bidder, if awarded the contract, will execute the contract within a specified period of time and will furnish any bonds or other requirements of the bidding documents.

Bidding Documents—documents usually including advertisement, bid notice or invitation to bidders, instructions to bidders, bid form, form of contract, forms of bonds, conditions of contract, drawings, specifications addenda, special provisions, and all other written instruments prepared by or on behalf of a public entity for use by prospective bidders on a public contract.

Owner—the public entity issuing the bid.

Public Entity—means and includes the state of Louisiana, or any agency, board, commission, department, or public corporation of the state, created by the constitution or statute or pursuant thereto, or any political subdivision of the state, including but not limited to any political subdivision as defined in Article VI Section 44 of the Constitution of Louisiana, and any public housing authority, public school board, or any public officer whether or not an officer of a public corporation or political subdivision. "Public entity" shall not include a public body or officer where the particular transaction of the public body or officer is governed by the provisions of the model procurement code.

Public Work—the erection, construction, alteration, improvement, or repair of any public facility or immovable property owned, used, or leased by a public entity.

Unit Price—the amount stated in a project bid representing the price per unit of materials and/or services.
