SUBMERSIBLE & ROTATING PUMPS

GENERAL

All bids must be prepared on the bid form. Under no circumstances will any bid be accepted after the specified bid return time. ALL BIDS MUST BE RETURNED IN A SEALED ENVELOPE WITH THE APPROPRIATE BID ITEM(S) MARKED ON OUTSIDE OF ENVELOPE. 
SPECIFICATIONS / BIDDING

The following specifications have been prepared by our office setting forth those items deemed necessary by our personnel. Certain brand names and "or approved equal" are listed to indicate the minimum quality standard acceptable to the St. John the Baptist Parish and do not restrict bidders to the specific brand. They are not intended to be restrictive or discriminatory in any manner whatsoever. Any deviation from these specifications must be noted in writing along with this bid.

If any item of equal quality is substituted, a Technical Specification of the item must be provided with the bid. Include brochures or other literature describing all required quality features.
The brand name and stock number of bid items must be listed on the bid form as indicated. List substituted brand and model number and pricing.
DO NOT INCLUDE LOUISIANA OR ST. JOHN THE BAPTIST PARISH SALES TAX IN THE BID PRICE.

AWARDING OF BID

Each item of  bid shall be awarded to the lowest bidder meeting specifications and at the same time, best fulfilling the needs of the St John the Baptist Parish. The Purchasing Office will be the sole judge of equality of products and comparability to specifications.

The Purchasing Office reserves the right to seek additional bids for special projects beyond their normal operations.

The term of this agreement shall be from January 1, 2012 to December 31, 2012 with a one year renewal option (January 1, 2013 to        December 31, 2013) if agreed upon by both parties in writing.

ORDERS / DELIVERY

Order placement and order quantity will be determined by the St. John the Baptist Parish Purchasing Office on a "when and as needed" basis.  Purchase orders will be issued for all materials.
The St. John the Baptist Parish Purchasing Office must be informed of any inability to supply an order within four (4) weeks from date of order. The Purchasing Office reserves the right to cancel and place with another vendor, any order that cannot be supplied as per the time specified above.  Repeated inability to fill orders may result in cancellation of the contract and/or disqualification of the bidder.
St. John the Baptist Parish reserves the right to cancel this contract with 30 days written notice.

SUBMERSIBLE PUMPS   

The submersible pumps must meet or exceed the following parameters in order to qualify for this bid.

The specifications are designed to create guidelines for selecting a submersible pump which is applicable, reliable, and compatible with the Wastewater Department's system. The pump shall be equipped with a seal leak detection probe and over temperature sensor. This shall be designed to alert maintenance personnel of lower seal failure without having to take the unit out of service for inspection or requiring access for checking seal chamber oil level and consistency. There shall be an electric probe or seal failure sensor installed in the seal chamber between the two tandem mechanical seals. If the lower seal fails, contaminants which enter the seal chamber shall be detected by the sensor and send a signal to operate the specified warning device.
The electrical power cord shall be STW-A, water resistant 600V, 60 degree C., UL and CSA approved and applied dependent on amp draw for size. The power cord shall be 50' ft.  In length and sealed with single trumpet shaped elastomer grommet flanked by a washer and a compression gland. The entry shall also provide a second seal to insure protection from the cable wicking water into the stator housing. All pumps shall be equipped with Flight Guide Rail adaptors.  Does not include Grinder Pump.
ROTATING PUMPS 

The impeller diameter will be designated at time of order placement.
GUARANTEE AND MAINTENANCE PROGRAM

The pumps shall be covered under warranty from all defects in equipment, workmanship, and performance for a period of not less than on (1) year. Manufacturer Standard Publish Guarantee shall be furnished as part of the bid. All guarantees shall be stated in writing and submitted along with the bid proposal.

LITERATURE
Bidders shall submit complete descriptive literature detailing the size performance, maintenance, pump curves and guarantee for their pumps.

BID PRICE 

The bid price shall be the cost of each pump that meets or exceed these specifications. The price shall include all freight charges incidental to the transport and delivery of the pumps.
