The following bids were received Durr Heavy Construction
of Harahan, LA at $448,270.55, Advance Quality Construction, Inc. of
Mandeville, LA at $475,918.85, Command Construction, LLC of Metairie,
LA at $589,805.00 and Byron E. Talbot Contractor, Inc. of Thibodaux, LA
in the amount of $529,047.50. The administration requests that you take
these under advisement.”

Angelic S. Keller - (Carry Over 9-23-14) Authorization to award

Community Development Block Grant, Housing Rehabilitation Program
Title/Legal Services

Angelic S. Keller stated, "“This RFP was advertised twice to solicit
more than one vendor due to the large volume of residents anticipated
to require these services. Administration recommends awarding a
contract in a not to exceed amount of $73,918.85 to Team Title, LLC. of
Covington, LA for title/legal services for the Homeowner Rehabilitation
Program. Team Title was the sole firm to submit on the initial
solicitation. Administration also recommends awarding a contract in a
not to exceed amount of $78,451.66 to Bayou Title, Incorporated of
Gretna, LA, for title/legal services for the Homebuyer Assistance,
Small Rental Rehabilitation, and Elevation Assistance Programs. Bayou
Title is the firm that scored first in the second solicitation. The
draft contracts have been approved by the Office of Community
Development and legal counsel and Administration recommends approval.”

Jeff Perilloux, Legal Counsel, stated, "“Point of order before you vote
to award the contract based on the charter provisions that require the
council to determine certain legal matters to be special legal matters.
I think you all need to vote first to declare this a special legal
matter and then after you vote to declare it a special legal matter you
can then vote on the contract.”

Councilman Wright stated, “I would like to offer a motion to declare
the awarding of the Community Development Block Grant housing
rehabilitation program title/legal services as a special legal matter.”

Councilwoman Millet asked, "“Mr. Perilloux a little point of
verification. We are not approving a contract we are allowing us to go
out for special legal representation.”

Jeff Perilloux stated, "“You are giving the authority tonight to declare
these matters to be special legal matters which means Mr. Butler,
myself and the other attorneys who currently perform legal services
through the DA’s office here for the parish will not handle this
someone else will. After you approve that then you will be free to vote
on this matter.”

Michael K. Coburn stated, “This project was designed by Burk-
Kleinpeter, Inc. of New Orleans, LA to minimize overflows due to
mechanical failures. The original cost estimate of the project 1is
$565,850.00 but may include alternates for additional 1ift stations.
This project will be funded through the Parishwide Sewer Construction
Fund. Administration recommends approval.”

Kia Price/Cain Dufrene - Authorization to award the 2015 Structural
Firefighting Bunker Gear

Kia Price stated, "“Administration recommends contracting with Bunker
Gear Specialists with a low bid of $2,732.00 per set.”

MOTION: Councilman Perrilloux moved and Councilman Wright seconded the
motion to grant administration authorization to award the 2015
Structural Firefighting Bunker Gear. The motion passed with Councilman
Wilson absent.

Kia Price/C.J. Savoie - Authorization to award Sewer Lift Stations
Phases I & II

Kia Price stated, “Administration recommends awarding Phase I and II of
this project to Fleming Construction, LLC of Kenner, LA. The low bids
for the 12 1ift stations damaged during Hurricane Isaac are
$1,722,060.00 and $1,125,794.00, respectively. The total project cost
of $2,847,854.00 is approximately $800,000.00 more than the FEMA
obligated Project Worksheet, which was based on the engineer's
estimate. The project is funded by FEMA at a 75%/25% cost-share, with
the parish’s cost-share funded through the 2010 bond issue. A version
request will be made to FEMA for additional funding. Administration
recommends approval.”

MOTION: Councilman Perrilloux moved and Councilwoman Hotard seconded
the motion to grant administration authorization to award the Sewer
Lift Stations Phases I & II to Fleming Construction, LLC of Kenner, LA.
